The undersigned on behalf of my child(ren) hereby releases and holds harmless the School, its agents, and its employees from all claims, damages, or other liabilities arising from or relating in any fashion to my child(ren)’s attendance or enrollment in the Summer Academic Program, including but not limited to injuries to my child(ren).  The undersigned also agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and reimburse The Good Hope School for damages and/or injuries caused by my child(ren).  In addition, The Good Hope School is not responsible for property loss or property damage incurred on School property, or in connection with School activities or programs.

I agree that any controversy or claim between myself and the School, its employees and agents arising out of or relating in any way to my child’s enrollment in The Good Hope School Summer Academic Program shall be resolved by arbitration.  Arbitration shall take place pursuant to the Federal Arbitration Act and in accordance with the Rules governing arbitration set forth by the American Arbitration Association, as they shall be amended from time to time.  Judgment on the award rendered may be entered in any court having jurisdiction over the matter.
In the event that any matter or dispute between us is deemed by the arbitrator or by any court of competent jurisdiction to be nonarbitrable, I hereby expressly waive trial by jury with respect to such claim or dispute.  I understand and agree that in such event, any decision regarding such claim or dispute will be made by the court as finder of fact, and not by a jury.
It is understood that a student attending The Good Hope School Summer Academic Program will be present for the entire session to meet the requirement set forth by their school.  There will be a maximum of two days absence allowed for health reasons for students enrolled in the six-week program, and one absence allowed for health reasons for students enrolled in the three-week program.  Students are responsible for making up any missed work.

It is understood that the student’s and/or parent’s disregard of the rules and regulations of The Good Hope School may be deemed sufficient cause for dismissal.
All payments set out herein are due on the first day of the program, students will not be allowed to start the program unless all financial obligations has been met.

I understand that no refund or cancellation of the program fees will be made by The Good Hope School for absence, withdrawal, or dismissal before the end of the summer program and herewith agree to assume full responsibility for the full cost.
